Care for the family

Care for the Family is a nationwide charity, which aims to promote family life and help
those who are suffering because of family breakdown. It provides support to families
who are facing great pressures in their daily lives. It provides resources and courses to
help support people going through family break up, or bereavement, and those facing
new challenges such as marriage, adoption, new families (be it natural or step ones).

Rob Parsons, a well-known Christian speaker and author, started Care for the Family, in
1988, to work with the family unit in the UK to show Christian compassion to all who
need support - from any faith or none at all. It has been involved in advising the govern-
ment on many issues to do with family life in the UK.

Care for the Family runs networks that support the following groups in family units in
the UK - parents, mums and/or dads, marriage, bereaved parents, stepfamilies, young
widows/widowers, families with children with additional needs, those on low incomes,
and those in their 20s and 30s who are unsure of direction.

When John and | got engaged, we were given a copy of the Care for the Family book
"The Sixty Minute Marriage" by another Christian couple. The book is written in a hu-
morous and easy to read style, and gives realistic advice on how to deal with many of the
issues in marriage such has how to argue effectively, how to strengthen your marriage
and other topics. We read it together before we got married, and found it very helpful.
We have since given it as part of a wedding or engagement present to several of our
friends, both Christian and otherwise, who have got married since us. There is an accom-
panying video, which we have also seen. These are just a couple of the resources avail-
able from Care for the Family regarding Marriage, and there are a number of others.

The above book is part of a series of books by Rob Parsons, about family life; these also
include "The Sixty Minute Mother"”, "The Sixty Minute Father" and other titles. The
resources available for bereaved parents and families include a Bereaved Parents Net-
work, and these can help to bring the whole family unit through what can be a very hard
time, because they are able to talk to others with the same experiences. If you are inter-
ested in these and other information, there will be a display in Bishop Ridley Church
over the next few weeks, or these can be ordered from www.careforthefamilv.org.uk or
may be available from local Christian bookshops.

We are building on the strong links we have in our community which includes:

Bishop Ridley Church of England Primary School and its Parents Teachers Association,
the uniformed organisations affiliated to the church (Beavers, Cubs, Scouts, Rainbows,
Brownies, Guides), Babes and Toddlers group.

A pastoral care team is in place which provides home visits to those in the parish who
are, for example, sick or bereaved. Hospital visits are also undertaken.

Prayer requests can be made via our church website (www.brchurch.org.uk) or via email
(prayer.request@brchurch.org.uk) or by contacting the Church Office on 02083039998.

For those wishing to have their children baptised (often referred to as christened), a spe-
cialist team is available to take you through what is involved.

Marriage preparation courses are also available.

For those wishing to develop their understanding of the Christian faith, Alpha courses
are run, currently twice a year.

Confirmation courses are also run when candidates have chosen to make a personal com-
mitment to Jesus and become full members of the church.

Home groups are run regularly where church members meet for prayer, fellowship and
biblical teaching in order to develop a deeper understanding of their faith.

Various groups have also been established which include Dubsters (11 7 14 yrs), 3 Dub
(157 18 yrs), Source (18130 yrs), Wednesday Fell owshi
fellowship and friendship, as well as providing biblical teaching.

Homeless

The Osmefia park Community is composed of 12-15 families. | specifically worked
among the mothers. They play a crucial role in connecting each family in their faith jour-
ney .There were 12 mothers who joined our regular Tuesday (prayer meetings) &
Wednesday (Bible Study). The activity was specifically requested by them, this accord-
ing to them is to strengthen their faith. They could not attend regular church activities
during the day. They are the ones who initiated to have liturgies in the park. The team
baptise children every year in the park with a total 15 children baptised. and celebrate
Eucharist together with their whole community (15 families).

Homeless Children:

Homeless children have many difficulties to overcome as they try to attend
school. Without homes to sleep in, they are often overtired; without running water, they

can rarely bathe or have their clothes washed. The insecurities in their lives militate
against regular attendance. Other children can be cruel and make fun of them. The team

has made a difference for some of these children who are part of a community which
congregates i n on eThexliildred arevpeo\ddédsvitha schogl unp a r k
form and school supplies. The teachersdé help and unde:
through visits by team members, and the teachers have set the tone in their classrooms so

that the children will not be scorned. Team members also hold tutorials to support the
children in their studies. Building close relationships with their mothers has also had a
positive effect on their well being

Street Youth:

The Street Youth congregate in Acommuni

informally subdivided into various groups and gangs. They have come to Davao from
different parts of the Philippines, some having run away from abusive families while
others were abandoned as children. They work at whatever jobs they can find such as
watching cars for their owners while they are parked on the side of the street, selling
peanuts, or shining shoes. They also earn a few pesos by gambling over Chinese check-
ers, chess and other games. Many are caught up in the downward spiral of glue sniff-
ing. Some of these have been sent to rehabilitation centers only to return to street life
after a short period of counseling and medication. Others have been sent to jail for minor
offenses. Others still have died in gang wars or been killed by summary execution by

This was one of the highlights of my mission work. We only visited these ladies on one
occasion as unfortunately, the MUPTeam are unable to sustain regular support of this
community due to | ack of oOoworkersbo.
early teens. They were so friendly and communicated their stories readily. Like the
MIST many have families to support and have no other alternative way of getting an
income. Quite honestly I do not know how they survive as there were literally hundreds
lining two streets.

Men In Sex Trade:

These men are known | owml! b offegaange im egaftom
20 - 35. Some are married, some are single, and most have children. Some have limited
education while others have attended college. For some it is their only employment, for
others it is a part-time job to supplement their meager income from other work. For all,
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the primary reason for engaging in the sex trade is economics - it is a means to support
their families. Do these men need help? Yes , they too have physical, emotional, social
and spiritual needs.

Gays in SexTrade:

The MUPTeam have contact with fifteen to twenty young gays aged 13 to 25. Most of
these are runaways who have found in the sex trade a way to support themselves. Their
lives are marked by discrimination, injustice and being misunderstood by their families,
their churches, and society in general. The team members have learned to listen to them
rather than judgethem. They have come along side
tional love for them.

Muslim Communities

The MUPTeam recognize the long history of distrust between Muslim and Christian
communities in the Philippines so seek to be a catalyst in bridging relationships between
Muslim and Christian communities. Their hope is that by sharing resources between
Muslim urban poor and Christian communities through TDP they will demonstrate vari-
ous means of constructing small bridges to heal centuries of broken relationships. In this
process, they are very mindful to create an environment of mutual respect and credible
services.

One of the most significant and humbling things | learned, as the MUPTeam works with
the urban poor, is that there is no final solution to poverty. They are forced to acknowl-
edge that much of their work is like "building castles in the sand." This being the case,
the hard question for them is what makes it any different from other organizations work-
ing to alleviate poverty, no matter what their ethnic-cultural context may be?

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The difference, they hope by God's grace, is the manner they approach poverty. They are
different because of their vision, mission and values. By God's constant faithfulness,
they engage with the poor because the message of the good news promises that the poor
will be transformed by the power and authority of Jesus.

So, they take this and hope the impact they create as they engage with the poor honours
their dignity and integrity as God's beloved creation.
